The 3-stage mode switch also allows the user to change mouse sensitivity to help with
their aim. Adjustable from 400 dpi up to 3200 dpi, the Cyborg mouse’s new anti-
deceleration laser technology ensures reliable movement tracking, even at higher
speeds.
